Although it will
be permissible for persons to
walk into the blood bank center

and give blood without an ap-

pointment, the chairman said that
he hppes most prospective donors
will sign pledges beforehand so
that a time schedule can be plan-
ned.

This is the first Plymouth visit
of the Bloodmobile this year.

Couples wanting to give blood
can bring their children to the
Masonic Temple where a "baby
sitter" will take care of the child.

Numerous organizations are

helping in the campaign to ob-
tain pledges. Backbone of the

planning committee is composed
of members of the Plymouth
Township Civil Defense unit.

For those wanting to make a
blood donation appointment or to
enroll in an American Red Cross

Zoning Change

Preliminary work in establish-

ing a new subdivision in Plym-
outh township got underway this
week at township hall when ar-
rangements were made to hold a

public hearing on the changing of
zoning of 18 acres of land along

Carl Hartwick, chairman of the

Site of the pro-
posed subdivision is along River-
side drive, between Ann Arbor
trail and Edward Hines drive,
just east of the city limits.

Requesting the change of zon-
ing was the Garling Construction
company of Dearborn, builders

of many Plymouth homes and
two subdivisions. It is their re-

quest that the zoning be changed
so that multi-dwelling buildings
can be constructed. Hartwick

stated that the construction com-

pany has not yet filed details on
how many homes it intends to

build. The zoning change request
is for 8.38 acres on the east side

of Riverside drive and 10.22 acres

on the west side.
