'·Many will be pleased to hear
that Salk vaccine is now avail-
able to adults as well as children
of all ages," Mrs. Bartel declar-
ed. The National Foundation for
Infantile Paralysis has announc-
ed that the vaccine prevents
paralysis, is safe and that there
is plenty of it.
