Corporation Invites Public to Invest in Plymouth's Future
An invitation to "invest'in the future

of Plymouth" was issued this week to
the public by the Plymouth Commun-
ity Industrial Development Corp. as
they opened a campaign to sell shares
in the corporation which is designed
to help industry locate in the area.

Eighty-seven citizens have already
become stockholders in the corpora-
tion whose current project is to help
establish Distribution Services, Inc.
(D.S.I.) in the former Daisy Manufac-
turing Co. plant.

It was the Plymouth Community In-
dustrial Development Corp. that was
instrumental in bringing the Detroit
firm here to fill the long-empty Daisy
plant. And after commitments are
fulfilled with D.S.I., the non-profit
corporation wants to turn its sights on
other projects.

A share fn the corporation costs *25.
"We have hdpes of involving 250 to
300 people in this corporation, making
it a real community effort/' Harold
Guenther, chairman of the campaign
said this week.

The Development Corp. has made a
commitment of $30,000 to loan D.S.I.
for making capital improvements in
the old air rifle plant. The Develop-
ment Corp. has already obtained sub-
stantial loans from 20 individuals and
businesses, larger than the *25
shares.

D.S.I. is purchasing the property
from Daisy, now located in Rogers,
Ark. It was a similar development
corporation in Arkansas which three
years ago lured Daisy away from
Plymouth.

Serving on the Board of Directors
for the Development Corp. are Frank
Arlen, George Lawton, Edwin
Schrader, Clarence Moore, William
Sempliner and Guenther. The cor-
poration is an outgtowth of the indus-
trial development committee of the
Plymouth Chamber of Commerce.

(Next week The Mail will carry an
advertisement listing present stock-
holders and providing a form for
purchasing a shere in the corpora-
tion.)

The corporation is dttempting to
draw more industry into the commun-
ity for several reasons.

"For one thing, it will broaden the
tax base," former Mayor Guenther
explained. It is evident that more and
more homes will be built in the com-
munity and this will mean more

schools and other costly services. By -
ke€ping the growth of industry in bal-
ance with the increase of homes, it is
possible that taxes not need to go up.
If taxes do soar too high, industry will
forever be scared away, it has been
noted.

"And, of course, more industry will
bring more jobs into the community," 1
Guenther continued.

D.S.I. and its affiliated firm, Scott U
Associates, is already operating fulI
force in the Daisy plant. Several doz•
en local people have already been,7
hired to augment the former employ-
ees who moved here with the plant. t
