At a Town Hall ./.lum¥ I¢
the Plymouth Junior High
Monday night where all but
one candidate appeared, only
31 people turned out. Candi-
dates tirst reported on their
qualifications and then mem-
bers of the audience asked
questions. (A similar meeting
was held preceding the June
election where there was a
much larger attendanee.)

All six of the at-large trus-
tee candidates seenned to be
equally enthusiastic about
the proposed college. The
chief difference of opinion
waa expressed by Dr. Kagen
who felt that an entrance
examination should be admin-
istered to keep the college
from becoming overcrowded
with unqualified students.
Community Colleges gener-

ally allow all students to en-
roll.

Dr. Kagen expressed him
opinion that he would like to
see the quality of education
of the college high and thil
could be aided by an en-
trance exam to determine thi

students' abilities.

Other at-large candidates
however, argued that the col-
lege should accept all stu-
dents (some of whom would
probably flunk out if they
could not prove themselves
capable).

One of the frequently.asked
questions concerning the col-
lege is the cost. There is no
money question involved in
Tuesday's election, but when
the proposal is placed on the
ballot, it will probably ask
for one mill for the maximum
period of Ove years.

With there being $478 mil-
lion of valuation in the pres-
ent district, the one mill
would yield $478,000. Half of
this would be used annually
for financing a bond issue
for constructing the college
The other half. plus MOO -
Mtudent per semester, and |
like amount from state aid,
would be used to operate the
college.
