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The First Gift
Of Christmas

"For God so loved the world, that He gave His only
begotten son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not
perish, but have everlasting life." John 3: 16.

This gift given by God. the giver of every good and
perfect gift. was a planned, purposeful and personal gift.

A loving heavenly Father looked down through the
ages and saw us in our need and planned to meet this need
through the gift of His Son Jesus Christ, whose birthday
we commemorate at the Christmas season.

THE PROPHETS OF OLD revealed His plan, Isaiah
tells us of the manner of this birth, that a son was to be
born of a virgin. "Therefore the Lord himself shall give
you a signi Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a
son, and shall call His name Immanuel.'' Isa. 7.14.

Not only was the manner of this birth planned, but
also the place of His birth was predicted. The Prophet
Micah, seven hundred years before the coming of the Son
of God, predicted the birth would take place in Bethlehem
of Judea. -But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou
be little among the thousands of Judah, vet out of thee
shall He come forth unto me that is to be ruler in Israel;

Micd- 571- Such planning for the presenting of
this gift would indicate that the gift u•as purposeful, The
great purpose is stated in John 3:16, that through this gift
we can have everlasting life. In the gift of everlasting life
we find there are many necessary gifts for our great need.

ONE OF THESE IS the gift of spiritual light so neces-
sary for our spiritual life. As the sunlight is necessary
for our physical well being, so this light is necessary for
our spiritual life. ".Jesus said. I am the light ofthe wmrld:
1* thal 441.,-eth ,·4·e ah-U n.4 ....kk in darkness, but shall
have the light of life." John 8: 12.

If you would walk graciously and joyously through this
life, you muft have thus light and watk in it, "For {f we
walk in the light, as He is in the light, we have fellowship
one with another, and the blood of .Jesus Christ His Son
cleanseth us from all sin." 1 John 1:7. Truly, walking in
this light will remove all the barriers of class. creed and
color, and we become one in the fellowship of God's Son,
God's gift to this world.

ANOTHER OF THE gifts included in God's great gift
is Peace. We are in desperate need of peace, not only in-
ternationally but individually. Our mental hospitals are
pressed beyond measure to care for the emotionallv dis-
turbed of our land. Job's answor to the emotional disturb-
ance of the soul is. "Acquaint now thyself with Him, and
be at peace: thereby good shall come unto thee.'' Job 22:21.
Job lost his family, his friends. and his health, but he found
that by becoming acquainted with God he could have peace
of heart and mind in the midst of great trouble and dis-
tress.

The Apostle Paul states clearly in Ephesians 2: 14, "He
is our peace. . .'' The apostle is showing to us that in
God's gift of His Son, peace of heart has been provided for
all who will receive His Gift. Through the gift of God's
love we have peace with God. -Therefore being justified
by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus
Christ." Romans 5: 1. We note from this verse that peace
comes by faith, so there is a personal element that enters
into the matter of receiving and experiencing the gifts that
God has for us through the great gift of His Son.

GOD'S GIFT IS a personal gift. We must personally
receive the gift if we are to enjoy the blessings God has
for us in His gift. For many years in my own life I accepted
the fact that God's love gift of His Son was a historical
fact. But there came a time when I saw that God's gift of
love was a gift that I must receive personally. I saw that
God so loved me that He gave His Son. It was then. that
eternal life. the light of the Lord and the peace of God
became a reality to me, and all spiritual blessings were
available to me because I had received the great gift that
included all of God's gifts.

Could it be that there are people in our Gospel-en-
lightened land who still have no room for God's Gift of
Love? Could it be that like the inn keeper. we have no
room for the Greatest of all gifts, God's Son, the gift of
Love, the first Christmas Gift?
