constitutions, the House of Representatives is based on
a "straight population" theory-one seat for a certain
number of voters.

But the Senate traditionally is a different kind of
body. set up to '*check" the population strength of the
House. The Senate is intended to represent area, as well
as population. It is a guarantee for minority interests.
Rhode Island has a couple of votes in the U.S. Senate,
despite its tiny size. The Upper Peninsula has two or
three jn the State Senate, though the population is
>parse there.

in recent yeah the State Senate has been a
sitirce of great infuriation because it has blocked
much Democratic leu.,lation and hecathe it has
tended to show an indifterence to proposals with
nietropolitan oril:i,14.

Everyone agrees the Senate needs correction to be ,
properly 'apportioned." But the only question until now
has been "how much correction?"
