The margin was only by three
votes-Griffiths 273 against 270 '
for James O'Neill-but it did
show the high regard electors in
that precinct have for the popu-i
lar Congresswoman even though

she's from the opiosite party.

The vote in the City and
the Township was the largest
ever for an offyear with 3.617
going to the polk in the City
and 2.921 in the Township.

Plymouth City Clerk Joseph
Near reported 78.7 percent of
the 4,586 registered voters went
to the booths and Deputy Clerk
Janice Birckelbaw, serving in
the Township in the absence Of
Fred Miller. who died Sunday,
indicated 75 per cent of the
3,906 eligible voters cast ballots.

Gov. Elect George Romney
was the leading vote-getter in
the area, totaling 2,480 in the
City. 1.962 in the Township and
868 in Canton Township.

Near's figures showed that
precinct 3 was the largest in
the City with a total of 879
voters followed by Precinct 5
with 772. WVn. 1. 741: No. 4.
673 and No. 2.552.

In the Township the vote by
precincts was No. 3, 830; No. 1,
786: No. 2, 704: and No. 4, 611.

Gov. John B. Swainson, who
still registers and votes in the
Plymouth Community, didn't re-
ceive any more consideration
than other Democrats.

As a matter of fact, Swain-
son polled only 1,115 in the City
far behind the total of 1,578
for Mrs. Griffiths and the 1,446

for Secretary of State James
Hare.
