One of the many pressing problems of government
today is that old chestnut of carving out new Congres-
sional Districts for the State of Michigan.

Those of us out this wayv live in the 17th District,
served by Congresswoman Martha Griffiths. The district
is over-stuffed with voters, according to the new requi-
site formula. and will ultimately be changed. one way
or another.

But as things stand today. some of the more sea-
soned observers in Lansing don't see how any proposal
yet devised can accumulate the 56 votes it takes to pass
a bill through the House of Representatives. The Senate.
with a lop-sided GOP margin of members, did pass a
bill over the House but in the latter Chamber is where
the contest races.

.As far ac our Dibtrict is concerned, the Senate
bill calls for a new lith District with an eastern
boundary moved somewhat westward from Meyers,
where it rests today. The new District would pretty
much be a square one between Eight Mile and Joy
road. including about two-thirds of the 22nd Ward
of Detroit, plus Redford.- Livonia. Plymouth and
Northville. It isn't a drastic change.

Elsewhere on the map there are differences which
make it seem to require a miracle to find 56 votes. Be-
cause of population requirements. the new plan would
eliminate one Coneressman from the Upper Peninsula-
ard so far. the U. P. representatives say they will vote ,
against any and all such plans.

So there go a couple of votes-these from the Upper
Peninsula.

In addition. any plan so far has been totally dis-
agreeable to the GOP members from the Thumb area,
and they are holding firm and insisting that nobod.v-
but nobody-is going to hook their area up to a metro-
politan county, such as Genesee or Oakland.

The Thumb delegation represents five more votes.

So. if you take the total GOP membership of 58, sub-
tract those votes mentioned in the foregoing, plus an
absentee or so (because of illness), there are no more
than 50 or 51 GOP votes available for any plan so far
