Suppose that Jesus had never been born in
this world and that the world had gone straight
on without Him and there had neither been a

Bethlehem or Calvary.

What manner of world would we be living in
today? This is, of course, a foolish question to
try to answer. Hypothetical history is pleasant

enough on a rainy day, but you cannot base any
conclusions on it.

But, there have been some things that would
not otherwise have been, had it not been for
Jesus. The world would have been unknow-

ingly poorer by a great deal, had He not lived
and died in it. For one thing, it would have

gone without a long succession of personalities
who have made an immeasurable difference to

its history and to the quality of the moral and
spiritual atmosphere which we breathe today.

There would have been no St. Paul nor St. Augus-
tine... no St. Francis nor Martin Luther... no John
Wesley nor John Knox... no John Milton nor Eliza-
beth Fry nor David Livingstone. And this is only
to pick out of a great multitude a few names of the

min and women who have left a profound mark upon
the life of the world.

All were "Christ-made” men. They might have
been great and notable without Christ, but their titles
to distinction today rest in the circumstances that they
met with Jesus Christ and that He transfigured them.

Then there are some great books and especially
great poems that would never have been written -
chief among them, the New Testament. But also
the "The City of God" and "The Confessions of St.
Augustine-, Dante's "*IDivine Comedy", Milton's "Par-
adise L.ost", Blake's "Jerusalem”, Browning's "Ring
and the Book®, Tennyson's "In Memoriam", Bridge's
"Testament of Beauty" - and a great multitude
which no man can number. some of which have
made history and others of which have sustained and
purged and sweetened and moved the hearts of men.

Consider the great number of great pictures that
would never have been painted from the early days
of the Renaissance to our own. At the Renaissance
it has been said that Greece rome from the dead with
the New Testament in its hands; and the Renaissance

artists seem to have derived their unique inspiration
direct from Jesus.

One might go on to enumerate the things that
would not have come into being through the centuries
had tt not been for Jesus Christ. His doctrine of the
supreme value of the individual has been the moral
matnspring of the democratic movement in the mod-
ern world. His doctrine of the Kingdom of God has
been the inspiration of the finest political idealism
iNn our own or any other time, and in a thousand
unrecognized ways. He has influenced movements of
thought during the Christian centuries: and to this
very day He is the undisclosed premise in the argu-
ments of many people who think that He iS a beck
number. or perhaps suppose He never existed at atl.
The man who has the eye to see, meets Him at
every corner in the tangled and many-colored life of
the world.

ANd if vou ask me why, since all this is true, the
world still goes on denying Him so flagrantly, | can
only say, that you have the stubborn inertia of human
Nnature to blame for it. It needs more than twenty
centuries to subdue this intractable stuff of flesh and
blood to the pattern of the divine Son of Man.

But the great thing is that the _pattern is here and
that we cannot get rid of it. The face of Jesus

Christ looks down upon the world: and men cannot
Ret awav from it. There came into this world with
Jesus an ideal of human character, and it is here to
stay: it will not let us go. You read the story of the
gospets: and as little by little the figure of Jesus takes
shape before your mind's eye. you find yourself say-
ing -That is the kind of man 1 should be but am
not" ; and from that moment, the figure will not leave
you alone. You carry it about with you wherever you
go, it ts a mirror in which you are all- th¢ time seeing
your own face.

We must not conceive Jesus to be merely a pat-
tern. He did not come only to sho* us the kind of
men we should be: He came in order to make a race
of men hi(e Himself. He is not only our Example
but our Redeemer. Still less was He only a teacher -
and one of our continuous dangers is to suppose that
Jesus came into the world to teach. He did teach, to
be sure. Not that He had a philosophy or taught
like a philosopher. He was more of a poet than the
philosopher. He had no conscious system of ideas;
and in a sense, you may say theBe was nothing new
or original in His teaching. Integrity. courtesy, loy-
ally, purity, humility. simplicity. peace - the world
had already been told of all these. There was only
one of His teachings which had an aspect of novelty,
and that was love of enemies: and love of enemies
8 after all love being true to itself through every-
thing. The distinction of Jesus was that He was all of
these things, in His own person. He was the first.
Me was indeed the only teacher. whose practice was
ahead of His precept. He Himself was greater than

His teaching, great as the teaching was. The teaching
af Jesus was no more than a footnote to His own

It is not the ' teaching that interprets
« His character, but His character that interprets His
teaching.

Jesus. we may then say, is the living divine pat-
tern which can and may reproduce itself in us; and
the greatest .thing about US IS that this pattern can
be reproduced in us. And the greatest danger under
which we live is that we may be shaped and hardened
into another pattern before Jesus Christ has a chance
to mould us to His own. The world is very quick to
stamp upon us its own image and superscription, if

we do not take pains to prevent jt. you are really only
sarte wnen you are in e company

The Easter message brings into clear focus what
all men find: that only through the power of His resur-

fact !
