·'First of all, one of the best things we can do is to be-
come informed. to get the facts. There are a great many false
assumptions and stereotyped images, existing in our minds
and in the minds of our friends, that must be challenged by
the facts. And very often we find ourselies in a position
where this can and needs to be done. For, the subject of
racial integration is a very frequent topic of conversation
in the home, at parties, at work and in our various clubs.

"Consider some of the assumptions which ought to be
challenged, such as property value, always go down when
Negroes move in. There are many studies which can be cited
as evidence that this is false. Perhaps the most extensive
study is one conducted by a Dr. Laurenti of the University

During a five-year period he analyzed 10,000
home sales on the east and west coasts. All white areas were
carefully matched in every important price-determining re-
spect with racially mixed districts of up to 60 percent non.
white population. Sales data were collected from the period
well before entry of non-white families and conunuing over
several years of mixed occupancy. In 40 percent of the com-
parisons there was no change in the property value. In 45
percent of the comparisons the property values increased and
did so from five percent to 26 percent higher. In 15 percent
of the comparisons. the values went down. But very often
in these eases it was not because of the Negro. but rather
it was due to white panic selling and giving in to unscrupu-
lous block busters. Thus. for 85 percent of the cases studied
