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Detroit Plant Buys Whee | Trueing Site

The much-discussed and cussed story of
Wheel Trueing Corp.. and its shell of a building
on a site in the City of Plymouth Industrial Park
un Pk-mouth Road, came to an abrupt end Mon-
day with the announcement that Intaglio Service
Corporation has taken over the property.

Officials of Intaglio, a corporation which has
had a plant in the Detroit area for 20 years, indi-
cated they have agreed to take over the "shell"
a nd will con-struct a 40,000 square foot plant on
the five acre site.

Thus. after more than five years, the land,
c,riginally purchased by Wheel Trueing, will be-
come of tax value to the city. Wheel Trueing had

planned to move some of its operations from De-
troit to Plymouth and even went so far as to start
the construction of the building.

BanY officials had a change of heart-reportedly

rod%ht about by a change in tap management-
and/ halted work. Shortly thereafter, they notified
the City of Plymouth that they wanted to sell the
entire project, Bhell, site and all.

THE CITY COMMISSION agreed to a deal
that seemed in the best interests of all, involving
an exchange of land, an exchange of cash and an
exchange of deeds. The property was sold to a

nd party who in turn made the deal with
Intaglio. Therr were several nibbles through the
workings of the Area Planning Commission and
its director, Harold Fischer. Then a contract was
finally arranged with Intaglio.

Intaglio serves the graphic arts trade in the
manufacture of gravure products for national ads
and catalogues to printers throughout the United

States and Canada as well as gravure cylinders
for the packaging market.

~ INTAGLIO IS AN ever-expanding corpora-
tion which started in Detroit 20 years ago with a
payroll of five which now totals 60. It is a branch

of the Intaglio Service Corporation of New York
City which maintains branches in Long Island,

Chicago, Cincinnati, Battle Creek. San Francisco
and Los Angeles.

Intaglio maintains an updated experimental
and research department and is constantly foster-
