J. D. McLaren, newly in-
stalled Plymouth Township
supervisor, has forecast a
closer working relationship
between township
Republicans and Democrats
in the future and said he ex-
pects to appoint his defeated
Democratic opponent, Joseph
Krochmalny, to a position.

MelLaren, who took office
Monday after beating Kroch-
malny by 450 votes Nov. 7,
said the strong showing made
by the township's Democratic
candidates in the recent elec-
tion showed, for the first time
in recent memory, that the
township can no longer be
termed a -Republican strong-
hold.”

The new supervisor. who
had the lowest vote total of
the Republican township
candidates. said he saw the
election as an "era of good
feeling" between the two
parties.
