The Plymouth City Commission has elected Beverly
McAninch the second woman mayor in the city's his-
tory.

Mrs. McAninch. 47, is beginning her third year of a
four-year commission term to which she was elected
when finishing at the top of a field of candidates in No-
vember. 1971

She follows Ruth Huston Whipple, who was first
elected mayor on April 15,1940

In addition to her role as a city commissioner, Mrs.
McAninch has been active in the League of Women Vot-
ers (LWV), the Huron Valley Council of the Girl Scouts
and the Plymotih Community Fund.

Besides Battermann, Joe Bida, John Moehle and
John Cummings were also sworn into the terms to
which they were elected last week at the organizational
meeting Monday.
