While America's craftsmen
scramble for a place in the
sun, John Q. Groot of
Plymouth basks ili the
warmth.

Groot, pewter maker,
stands alone as master of an
old craft which Paul Revere
made famous in Colonial
times.

Four days a week, he
works at the small shop in
Greenfield Village, crafting
porringers, candie holders,
plates and sconces which are
sold in the pewter shop in the
Henry Ford Museum. Groot's
work always has his name on
it.

Since he began at the vil-
lage 544 years ago, his repu-
tation has spread nationwide.
People from all over the
country who have seen his
work at the museum come to
his home or write for his
work.

The story ol how a man be
comes « pewter worker
starts a while back.

Growing up in Denmark,
Groot started out to become
a marine engineer Secretly,
he wanted to be an artist,
"but that was out of the
question in those days - it
was a starvation job and my
family wouldn't have it."

In Denmark, a young man
had to serve four years as a
blacksmith and machinist be-
fore he could get into engi-
neering school. But Groot
wanted togotoseasobadly
that he served the long four
years, working 10 hours a
day. The wish came true, he
served in the Danish Navy in
1921-22 as a marine engineer
and came to the United
States when he got od.

Once here he worked as a
tool maker and studied com-

mel'cial art at night. Then
for 30 years he made em-
bossing dies for a book bind-
ing company. At night he
was doing brass and copper
work at home as well as con-
tinuing to paint.

Finally the leag hours got
to him. After a nicer oper-
/1-in Im, he decided to
change c-ne. Mrs. Marian
Sober of Plymouth, his art
teacher, got him on to pew-
ter.

That was 10 years ago.
Some people from the Henry

Ford Museumrn spotted an ex-
hibit of his work at an Ann

Arbor state fair and invited
him to the village.
