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Question marks still loom in state school financing
Financing education in Michigan is

not M rosy as some reports show.
That assessment was given by Dr.

John M. Hoben, superintendent of
Plymouth-Canton Community Schools,
In a "state of the State" report given
this week to the school board.

"Much has been said and many facts
have been misrepresented to.ter= of
the current status of the state of Michi-
gan relative to its fiscal standing and
ita support of education," said Hoben.

"There is no question that the limited
income taI has been a shot in the arm
in helping to finance education for the-
fiscal 1983-84 ehool year. However,
one does not have to look fat into the
future to realize that this is tantamount
to a Band-Aid on a cancer."

THREE OMINOUS questions marks
face the I.£gislature in determlning fi-
nancing for education in flscal '84-85,
said Hoben.

The first concern 13 that the income

tax, by design, 18 in a phase-out mode
of operation and will produce consider-
ably less income for the next fixal
year, he said.

The second concern, said the superb-
tendent, is the effect of the Headlee
Amendment which is estimated to pro·
duce a deficit of about $129 million
during fiscal '83-84.

Hoben Bald there is talk in Lansing of
using more "Oriental-type bookkeep
ing" by having the state send a check to

local districts for its rettrement contri-
button with instructions for the dis-
tricts to endorse the check and return it
to Lansing as "asa means of obviating
their raponsibility with respect to
Headlee."

The third concern, said Hoben, ia the
Legislature's commitment to the eco-
nomic stabilization fund.

When all three concerns are com-
blned, he laid, there 18 an estimated
shortfall for fispal '84-85 of about *500

to,600 million statewide.
"The tenuous status of the Executive

Order that took away and gave back -
and takes away and gives back -
(which in our district amounts to
0855,000) must be considered a con-
tingent liability."

Hoben added that it ts very realistic
to expect an Executive Order cutback
will be imposed upon public education
during the next fiscal year.

"As in the past, shortfalls of this na-

tu]re have not been balanced between
welfare, state highway, or other *le.
ments of the state budget, but direct
application of Executive Orders has
impacted upon higher edueatioe. mu-
nicipalitles and, more importantly,
upon local school districts."

Bned on that forecast, Hot,en
stressed, the administration has been
advihed by its legistative lobbyists to
extremely conservative in budgeting
for '8+85.

The start of October could bring
good news to people interested in sav-
ing money.

Oct. 1 15 the date interest rate wit-
ings and minimum deposit rdquire-
ments are eliminated for time depos118
of more than 31 days maturity at banks
and savings and loan associations.

After Oct. 1, those inatitutions can
set their own deposit requirements and
interest rates for short.term time depo.
ilts. The change is expected to bring a
wealth of new lower-minimum, higher.
intereat accounts into the banking in-
dustry. ,

"The lower balance requirements
will help the small saver to acquire
higher yields of return on hia money,"
uld Ken Currie, president of First of
America - Plymouth.

Until now, the higher yielding ac-
count• requtred large deposits that
were tied up for longer periods of time,
The effect was that small savers, need·
ing qukker access to their funds,
coutdn't obtain the higher tnterest
rates.
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"The change will allow banks to of·
fer short-term deposits at market rates
right around the Treasury bill rate -
between 9 and 9.5 percent," Currie
said.

He expecti to see banks coming out
with 90-day time deposits offering
market rates on a minimum deposit of
$500.

The deregulationof time deposits of
more than 31 days should Nencourage
greater uvings on the part of the con-
sumer," he said.

While the interest ceilings have been
eliminated, penalties for earlier with-
drawl still are intact. For Ume deposits
of 32 days to one year maturity, early
withdrawals result in the loss of one
month'B interest. For depoeits of more
than one year maturity, the penalty is
three month's Interest,

Th; Depository Institution Deregula-
tion Committee (DIDCf recently an-
nounced the lifting of regulations as
part of Its efforts to totally deregolate
the banking industry by 1086.
