The city of Plymouth in'getting
tough' with problem makers in Its
parks and parking areas with a new or-
dinance aimed at banning certain ae-
tivities

"It's really a shame that .e have to
do this because A just a bunch of
punks we're dealing with," said Mayor
David Pugh

‘The reason for this ordinance U to
give the police department lorne
strength,” he said

The City Commission approved 00
first reading Monday night an ordl-

nance coetrolling the use of city parks
The propoied ordinance, which :till re-
quirel *cood-reading approval before
going into effect alio Includes parking
lot, and parking :tructurem

"It'; unfortunate that we have to go
to thi becaume It ts ratrictive to the
normal citlzem,"” Pugh uld. "But last
year «u just terrible and we don't
want another year like that

I'hts 'get-tough' ordinance addrels-
es some of the probem, that we've been
experiencing and li daigned to
give our police some leverage."

Comminioner Bud Martin,ald other
communlUes have enacted :imilar or-
dinances to keep their parks and public

areas from being taken over by teen-
ag.1,

Thi, 1: dooe togive the rights back
to the citize=," Martin laid.

Slew of street signs requires sleuthwork to find source

Signs for the Arbor Health Clinic at
Harvey and Ann Arbor Trail went up
as fast u some of them came down
Tuesday

The green and while road signs, stat-
Ing "Arbor Health Building" with a
directional arrow, popped up Monday
throughout Plymouth and Plymouth
Township - along city roads, town,hip
roads and even expre-way exita

Finding out who bought the sigm, put
them up, and whether they were legal
proved to be as challenging as solving a
‘whodunit"Tuesday

The initial contact was made with
Plymouth Township Police Chief Carl
Berry saul the township didn't put the
signs up and believed special approval
was needed to place them in the coun-
ty'8 right-of-way’

The next question went to Plym-
outh's city manager. Henry Graper, be-
cause the clinic M in the city and be
cause Graper worked closely with the
chnic In bringing it to Plymouth

The signs are pan of the original
negotiations with Arbor, Graper uld
It was ht, "under,tanding” that the
clinic provided the signs and handled
getting approval, with the city respon-
aible for installation

Graper said the lign5 are part of the
clinic's emergency services He al,0
said the city's engineering department
set up the routing

THAT FAR, the nituauoo seemed
pretty straight-forward The curve
came when a call wu made to the city
engineer, Ken West

"Early in our planning we decided
key spots for the migns." West said, ex-
plaining the city'; involvement He
wun t sure who paid for the lign,

West al,0 was questlooed about the
routing from 1-275, where the signs
take motorists down Ann Arbor Road
to Harvey Street The problem pooed
was the return Uip which called for
motorists to turn left from mouthbound
Harvey onto Ann Arbor Road

"There's no problems with the rout-
ing We ooly have 2,500 can on Harvey
Street a day now During the runh
hours, there i, a wait to turn left onto
Ann Arbor Road if you're heading
muthbound,” be uid

The Dert call went to Ben Hubbard,
administrative coordinator at Arbor
Health Clinic

Hubbard said he would have to check
into the slgni, but could go ahead and
answer questions about the emergency
care mentioned by Graper

There were questions because a fully
licensed emergency room can't be built
in Plymouth The stlte only lleenaes

such facillties based 00 need, and Oak-
wood Hospital* Canton Center emer-
gency room holde the only license for
thij area.

"We provide minor emergency Der-
vice, not to be coolused with major em-
ergencles," Hubbard sald

"To my knowledge there 11 Do lleens-
ing required for minor c=--incy
care," he sald. "Our clinic Ls afflUated
with the Catherine McCaule, Health
Center but 10 004 operited by tho hompi-
tai It ks operated by the Emergency
Care Physicians "

Hubbard :ald the Arbor clinic offen
"walking-wounded" care, or urgent

care.

WHILE WAITING for Hubbard to

call back on the signs, Ken Marko from
the clinic called.

Marke lid the signs don't belong to
the clinic but to the city. He sald some-
one from the county just paid them a
visit and uked about theligns

‘We told him we couldn't take them
down, they're not our property The
city DPW put them up, that's who you
want to talk to," Marko said

Hubbard called back

"The city b re,ponaible for the «igns.
they put the whole thing together,"
Hubbard uid

Did the Arbor clinic buy the signs, al
Graper Baid'

"Not lo my knowledge The signs are
part of the arrangement the city made

in thelr proposal to get the clinic,” be
said.

Because Marko mentlooed the colin-
ty had paid a visit. a call wu made to
the county'i traffic and ufety divisioo
Rick Hodges, the traffic maintenance
engineer, knew about the ligns

Sure enough, Welt wu right. Proper
approval hadn't been received for plat-
ing the signs in the county right-of-way
Hodges *aid the city had been ticketed
andtold to r,move the mism within 48
bours from the county ro- in Plym-
outh Townehip.
