 Tornadoes don'tdaunt mobile

home dwellers

People who live in mobile homes
in Plymouth Township apparently
are more willing to stay put during
severe weather than to seek shelter

elsewhere as advised by safety ex-
perts.

That's the impression gleaned by
interviewing a handful of residents
of the Oak Haven Trailer Court and

Plymouth Hills Mobile Court after a
tornado slammed into a trailer park
last weekend in nearby Novi.

"I've never been scared," said Wil-

ma Merrick. "I've seen people take
off when they see a cloud. I said I'd
never live nowhere and be that

scared."

If things really got bad, Merrick
added, she would flee into a ditch

across Ridge Road.

VIRGINIA MILLS said she has

sought shelter in a cinder-block stor-
age building only once in the two
years she's lived at Oak Haven.

"It doeso't matter where you are,
it will get you," she said. "Look at
how many towns and stores are ton
UP.

"Even when I was in a house, I

never went to a basement. I'd just
watch and listen," Milk said.

Thelma Tubbs said she was pre-
pared to climb under the dining
room table in her mobile home last

Sunday but didn't give any thought to
leaving.

"1'm concerned but haven't let

myself get worried. A house will go
down if it's in the way just like a mo-
bile home."

Plymouth Hills has 424 mobile
home sites, Oak Haven 109.

A small brick laun€try is at the site
of the former, a cinder-block storage
at the latter.

WHILE BOTH would provide
more protection than a mobile home,
neither is adequate from a civil de-

fense standpoint, said Chuck
VanVIeck, deputy emergency pre-
paredness director for Plymouth
Township.

Neither has a basement. Both have

many windows and too little room to
accommodate many people.

"That's like a false sense of securi-

ty," VanVleck said.
"In a normal sequence you have a

severe thunderstorm watch, a severe

thunderstorm warning and a tornado
watch. I always tell them in a torna-
do watch, go visit somebody that has
a basement."

VanVIeck conceded that the Novi

tornado was unusual because there

was no "watch" prior to its touch-
down.

If time is short, get out and find a
natural shelter, he urged. "Go up
wind. Find a depression, a ditch.
get below ground and hug the earth."

Eleanor Keller, manager at Plym-
outh Hills, said she tells residents to

go to St. John Provincial Seminary
at Five Mile and Sheldon roads if

they want emergency shelter.
Katherine Hunter, business officer

at the seminary, said no one has
shown up on its doorstep for many
years.

"People would be welcome to
come here. We do have a tunnel sys-
tem below ground that would be
UDCU,

Dorothy Brammer, manager at
Oak Haven, said she doesn't see
much difference in outcome whether
a mobile home or a house takes a
direct hit.

VanVleck demurn "Requirements
of a mobile home - rafters, bracing
- isn't the same as a house."

NOT ALL mobile home residents

are willing to hang around and take
their chances.

"I just take off, on the road mostly
- shopping mails, friends' houses,"
said Tim Heater.

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City eases controls on cruisers

City of Plymouth officials this
weekend will begin to ease up a bit
on traffic controls they gradually
implemented this spring to deal with
downtown crullers.

Barriers that have been placed in
the driveways of buginess along
Main Street after closing hours
won't be installed this Friday, at
least initially, sald Paul Sincock, as-
sistant to the city manager.

"We think people have an under-
stanfling of the overall program.
We're in a polition we can remove
barricades and use signage that is in
place or will be in place.

"We will :till enforce no-trespass-
ing in thole parking lots," Slneock
said. "If thing, get out of hand, we
will put them back in place."

PLANS NOW call for continuing
to limit traffic to one lane in each

direction on Main and prohibiting
right turns from westbound Ann Ar-
bor Road to north bound Main and

Harvey, Sincock sald
The mlddle two lanes of Main

*pl• would be limited to emergency
vehjclel.

Etiminating the barricade, from
Imin- parking lot, would be the
Oity'i first step in reducing enforce-

ment to normal levels.

Crowds have tapered off in recent
weeks, Sincock said.

"If they continue to downsize,
we're moving in the right direction.
Every step we make is evaluated.
We'll see how things go."

Police issued 97 tickets last week-

end, not including parking citations,
Sincock said. Eighty were for traffic
offenses, 17 for ordinance violaUons.

"I think additional officers have

had a tremendous impact on the
overall situation.

"I think additional police presence
has a calming effect on people who
visit the community. The tendency is
not to knowingly violate laws in the
presence of police officers."

A DOZEN officers worked Friday
and Saturday nights, Slneock said.

Preliminary returns of a survey of
residents and business people direct-
ly involved in programs to deal with
cruising problems indicate that
they're satisfied with steps taken by
the city, Stneock said.

Eighty-six of 239 questionnaires
- 36 percent - had been returned
as of Tuesday.

Among the findings, according to
Sincock

• Ninety-seven percent indicated
they believe that the resident-only
parking program has reduced prob·

lerns on side streets.

• Ninety-four percent indicated
they believe that the no-trespassing
program has reduced problems in
private parking lots.

• Ninety percent indicated they
believe that the designation of an
emergency-vehicle-only lane on
Main Street is appropriate.
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• Eighty-two percent indicated
they believe that placing additional
trash containers on Main has re-

duced cruise-related litter.

• Seventy-two percent indicated
that they believe the city is doing ev-
erything in its power to decrease
cruising problems.
