At Issue are "Winnie the Witch,"
an animated cartoon filmstrip, and

Shown to kindergartnen and first
graders, "Winnie the Witch" is set in
medieval times. It deals with a Lord
Mayor who is incapable of running
his town. The Inept mayor Is bailed
out by a witch who casts spells, con-
jures the dead and enlists the help of
a black cal named Lucifer.

"What Friends Are For,"”
middle school students studying di-
vorce, involvel two girls whose par-
ents have sepalkated. One attempts to
make her dad's new wife disappear
using witcheraft
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Most speakers at the meeting
were members of Citizens for Better
EducaUon, which is appealing the
administration's decision to permit
the teaching materials.

School board president David Art-
ley said the board will decide the ap-
peal within 30 days.

DIANE DASKALAKIS, who orga-
nized CBE. objects to material in
both movies.

"Winnie the Witch" teaches chil-

dren to espouse witchcraft, said
Daskalakis. "What Friends Are

For." under the pretext of helping
children deal with divorce, embrace
Satanism and the occult, she said.

"I'm begging you to stop this non-
sense," said Daskalakis, who said she
believes the films are contrary to
the Bible's teaching» and represent a
violauon of First Amendment right,

Since founding CBE lant year,
Daskalakis has petitioned state legis-
lators, given presentations at
churches and conferences and con-
ducted numerous interview:

Plymouth voters this year may be
asked by the city commt=ion to OK
higher property taxes in one form or
another to build a dwindling reserve
fund account, according to city man-
ager Henry Graper.

Supervi;or Maurice Breen said he
doesn't expect to recommend a big-
ger tax bite on Plymouth Township
property owners for municipal ser-
vices

Graper and Breen, appointed and
elected, respectively, as chief execu-
Uve officers of their communities,
last week looked at the year ahead
during separate interviews with the
Observer.

THE CITY'S surplus fund. which
can be compared to a personal sav-
ings account, now stands at about
$100,000, Graper said.

That figure, considering a general
fund budget of $5.1 million, is well
below a safety net of 10 percent ree-
ommended by some accountants.

Sharply rising property values
may be part of the solution. But any
strategy. Graper emphasized, will be
determined by the city commission.

Voters may be asked to give per-
mission to capture all revenue re-
sulting from rising property axes,
ments.

Another option, Graper suggested,
is to ask voters to approve a special
millage for police and fire opera-
lions, reduce the current general op-
erating levy by that amount and then
capture all revenue resulting from
property value increases.

Then, again, the commission may
choose not to accept av inflationary

increase.

BREEN, WHO presi€les over the
township which has more growth
than the city and a heallhier reserve
fund, said he doesn't see a need to
tap taxpayers for more revenue - - --
