A general fund budget with reve-
nues and expenditures of $4.9 million
-- a 10-percent increase over 1988
budget projections - has been pro-
posed for next year by Plynnouth
Township Supervisor Maurice Breen.

Breen proposes reducing the town-
ship's property tax rate to offset in-
creases in property values so that
home and business owners wouldn't

have to pay more taxes for munici-
pal services.

The additional revenue would

come primarily from increases in
state shared revenues, building per-
mit fees and interest income, Breen

projected.

Primary sources of expenditure
increases, he estimated, are pay in-
creases due police officers and
fringe benefits for all employees

The township board, of which
Breen is a member, will adopt a
1989 budget after a series of study
sessions and a formal hearing - all
open to the public.

A copy of the proposed budget is
available for inspection in the clerk's
office during business hours.

The township's budget year begins
Jan 1

THE BUDGET prepared by Breen
calls for no increases in personnel.

"It will maintain services just
where they are," he said.

However, many budget changes

are likely when the new township
board convenes after the November

election. Breen said
"In all candor, we will be amend-

ing this ('89) budget more than nor-
mal," Breen said. "It's a technical

budget at this point to meet legal re-
quirements The new board will
wrestle with it and make changes.

Revenues are fairly accurate.
Expenditures are a minimum figure.

"WHAT IS NOT here is a five-year
gapitai improvement program,"
Breen said. "I propose we will add

*'one or two people here and there in
general administration."

He declined to elaborate.

Breen also suggested that an in-
crease in trash collection fees on the

order of 50 cents to $1 per month
may be needed sometime next year
as a reserve fund gradually dwin-
dles

Some 80 percent of township resi-
dents now pay $4 per month for solid
waste disposal, Breen said

MAJOR REVENUE sources, ac-

cording to the supervisor's projec-
tions, are:

• Local property taxes - $1.6
million.

• State revenue sharing - $1.3
million.

• Building permits and fees -
$422,000

• Trash collection and disposal
fees - $290,000.
