After deliberating for just 45 min-
ula, a jury of eight women and four
men found Guy Zukowski of Plym-
outh Township not guilty of causing
an exploatoo and fire that gutted his
apartment complex at 300 N. Mill in
Old Village Nov. 4, 4988

Zukowski, 26, tried before Detroit
Recorders Court Judge Craig Strong,
faced a possible 20-year sentence for
arson of a dwelling

The prosecution contended that
Zukowski tried to kill himself be-
cause he was distraught over the
unreturned affections of a female
neighbor. Jurors handed down the
verdict Wednesday afternoon after a
three-day trial.

Zukowski, a 1980 Plymouth Can-

too High School graduate, testified
he'd pulled his stove away from the
wall to retrieve a pepper :haker, un-
knowingly causing a gal leak. Later
that afternoon, be lita clgarette He
said the next thing he knew, there
wu a fireball and he was on fire

Zukowski, who owned a janitorial
service, suffered burns to his head,
shoulders, arms and hands in the
fire. A second person, searching for
residents and pets in the burning
apartments, received minor injuries.

Ten Heritage Square residents
were left homeless. More than a doz-
en pets died in the fire and natural
gas explosion, which could be felt up
to a mile away Damage was esti-
mated at more than $200,000. None
of the tenanti in the 18-unit complex
had renters' insurance.

Both assistant Wayne County Pro-

necutor Mark Bernardi and ddeme

attorney Shirley Saltzman expected
the jury would deliberate W--
day afternoon. resuming delibera-
tions today Neither Bernardi nor
Saltunan was available for com-

ment over the Thanksgiving week-
end.

Zukowski wrote a letter about a

week before the fire to his neighbor,
Beyoun Perry. The letter Mid that
he'd fallen love with her, and that he
coutdn't bear the thought of anyone
else possessing her. Zukowski said he
didn't want to live any longer, Perry
testified.

A note taped tohis door the day of
the fire said, "Go away," and was
signed, "Guy." Earlier that day, Zu-
kowski sat outside in the rain, drink-

ing beer for "quite a while," said
Perry, 30.

A secood tenint, Paul Pahnke, tas-
tified that in the days leading up to
the explosion, Zuko-ki grew in-
creasingly depre-d and wu drink-
ing more than usual.

SALTZMAN ASKED Judge Strong
to dismi= the cale in a motion for a

directed verdict after the second day
of trial.

"I don't think it was established

that Mr Zukowski w= the per,00
who caused the fire ... or that Mr.

Zukowski acted willfully or mall-
ciously in causing damage or in jo
ries to others.

"Even if we were to believe the

testimony, the only injury caused
was to himself. The lighting of a cig-
